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Rafiki Up-Date

This is an up-date on activities at the
Rafiki Children’s Home for AIDS or-
phans in Kenya, Africa. This is one of
the outreach programs supported by
the ECW and St. Peter’s parishioners.

Rafiki celebrated the opening of their
Health Clinic this year. Dr. Njenga,
Medical Director and Chair of Rafiki
Board has helped Rafiki make this
dream possible. The clinic is the best
equipped clinic and laboratory in the
region. Basic lab testing including
AIDS testing will be available on site.
Also space is available for women of
the region, all of whom give birth at
home under suboptimal condition, to
come to the clinic with their midwife
to give birth. Sterile supplies, and
concentrated oxygen will be available
for the newborn.

The clinic is on the Rafiki property,
and the plan is to, besides taking care
of the Rafiki orphans, it will be open
it to the general community. The
charge to be $.50 for children and
$1.00 for adults. If a patient is unable
to pay they will still take care of the
them to extent of the their ability. The
clinic will be staffed by an advanced
practice nurse, a practical nurse, and a
lab technician 5 days a week. Medi-
cal back up will be provided by Dr.
Njenga and his wife, both physicians.
They are applying for some grant sup-
port from the Government to assist,
and the projections are for the clinic
to ultimately be self supporting.

The Rotary Club of Newark made a
very generous donation that allowed
the home to resume construction on
what has been named the Newark Ro-
tary Trade School. This will be home
to five trade schools now scattered
around and without a place to put

their equipment and carry out their
classes. Five schools (carpentry, weld-
ing, computer skills, hairdressing,

and dressmaking) will equip Rafiki
graduates who are not heading off to
University or other advanced school-
ing with a solid trade and skills to
make a living in today's world. With

unemployment estimated at between
30% and 40% in Kenya, this school
will make all the difference for the
Rafiki kids. The dedication of the
school is scheduled for August 14,
2010.

St. Peter's Wednesday School build up to a consistent enrollment and par-
ticipation of 50 children from the ages of "K" through "12." (24 Votes)
Pastoral Care: May 30

Develop more connections between the 8:00, 9:15, and 11:00 AM worship
service attendees. (21 Votes)

Stewardship: June 6

Plan for capital maintenance of the Church and See House. (20 Votes)
