The Story of the Candy Cane

Did you know the candy cane represents a spiritual symbol of Christmas?
In England, when Puritans came to power in 1600s, celebrations of Christ-
mas were banned. But a Christian candy maker wanted to give his friends
something symbolic of this holy season, so he made some candy and shaped
it like a shepherd’s crook for Jesus, the Great Shepherd. He then added the
red stripes; three thin ones to represent the Trinity, and one thick one to rep-
resent the life of Jesus and the blood He shed on the cross to forgive our sins.
The candy maker’s finished result became a “sweet” reminder of our Lord.

An answer from the Episcopal Ar-
chives in Austin, Texas, regarding
Molineux information states that
they have nothing further about her.
So, with some information found
on Internet by Dianne Whaley in
the last few months, we have come
to another halt.

A group of Volunteers in Mis-
sion who served Sheldon Jackson
over the years had a reunion in
Sitka recently, and after a wonder-
ful salmon dinner served at the See
House by ECW, some participants
came over to look at the Archives.
The gathering spoke of their de-
light at the dinner, the talk by John
Stein about the SJ Science Center,
and the breadth of our archival col-
lections.

D & D Blinds will be sup-
plying insulating accordion-type
opaque blinds for the archives
within the next month. When the
building is in use, the blinds will be
"up" and completely invisible from
inside and outside. When I close
up, all the blinds will be down,
so that our artifacts and exposed
books will be protected from ultra-
violet rays.

Next year [ hope we can add
permanent planters in front of the

archives on both sides of the land-
ing outside of the doors, capable

of handling maybe a couple of
evergreen shrubs and a few colorful
annuals.

When this has all been ac-
complished, the next dream is a
sign to the left of the door that says
ARCHIVES. When a potential visi-
tor to the archives headed around
to the wrong door (the back door
to the See House) last summer, |
hastily put up a small note inside
the Johnstone Building glass door
saying "archives," but that beautiful
building deserves a better “ar-
chives" sign!

There has been a display of
materials in a glass case since we
set up in the new archives, most
of which have been supplied by
Ted Thomas, whose father was a
Rector here during the 40s. I hope
to replace this after the first of
the year with some other items -
Bishop Rowe's very early Ojibway
language Episcopal Prayer book
and a few other artifacts that have
not been displayed up to now. Also
possibly a change in the large glass
case of another of the gorgeous old
clergy robes which are stored away
in archival wrappings.
